Theft of Medals From Waiouru Army Museum

At about 1.10 am on Sunday 2 December 2007 there was a burglary at the Army Museum at Waiouru.  
The offenders gained entry via a rear fire escape and went directly to the Valour Alcove where they broke into a display case and stole a number of medals.

The medals consisted of groups of decorations awarded to a number of NZ service personnel who served in World Wars One and Two and includes several Victoria Crosses.

The museum security system activated but the burglars acted quickly and had left by the time a security guard arrived within minutes of the activation.

A major criminal investigation has been launched. Police are interested in piecing together movements in Waiouru and identifying vehicles, their directions of travel and where they were parked as well as any information people may have about activity they saw.
Police appeal to anyone who was in the Waiouru area for any reason between midnight on Saturday 2 December and 2 am on Sunday to contact them by telephoning the Wanganui police on 06 349 0600.
